Re: Memorandum of Understanding

Dear Mr. Klimov:

Please accept this Memorandum of Understanding
between the American Pharmacists Association
(APhA) and the All-Ukrainian Pharmaceutical
Chamber (the “parties”). By executing this
document, we jointly agree to work together to
increase access for the Ukrainian population to
vaccines and immunization services across the
lifespan. This memorandum is the product of over
two years of work between the two organizations.
During this time our organizations have reached an
understanding of the current situation in Ukraine
and the opportunity that exists to collaborate with
APhA who has led a more than 25 year, highly
successful campaign in the United States and with
other countries.

Our work will begin together as partners, although
not exclusively and may include potential
collaborators who share our common interests in
advancing public health and the goal of establishing
pharmacists as immunizers in Ukraine. We agree all
parties will respect and protect all intellectual
property developed by our respective organizations.
The All-Ukrainian Pharmaceutical Chamber will be asked to
sign a confidentiality/non-disclosure agreement in regard
to APhA intellectual property. Additionally, the
parties will work together to secure financial support
from stakeholders (manufacturers, governments) for
all related expenses, including agreed upon expenses
in development of strategies and action plans,
approved travel and lodging to Ukraine, and
additional programmatic costs such as translation
and delivery of train the trainer programs.

Together, we will develop a roadmap for success and
then begin the work to succeed in our goal for the
good of the people of Ukraine. We begin our work
with a spirit of cooperation and open
communication with each other and with all
appropriate stakeholders and partners.

The All Ukrainian Pharmaceutical Chamber,
a member of the International
Pharmaceutical Federation (FIP) is
committed to improving the health of
Ukrainians across their lifespan by
increasing access and coverage for
pharmacists’ patient care services. The
evidence is clear that increased access to
vaccines and immunization services
provided by pharmacists has a significant
impact on vaccine coverage in populations.
Increased coverage will provide significant
public health and economic benefits to the
country.

Following is a list of the various tactical
activities that must be considered in the
development of a strategic plan to create
broad access to vaccines administered by
pharmacists in Ukraine:

e Consulting and establishment
of the team.

e Development and adoption of
the vision for pharmacy-
based immunization services
in Ukraine.

e Identification and onboarding
of Ukrainian Immunization
Champions.

e Identification of key
stakeholders to engage in the
initiative, ultimately leading
to the formation of a
coalition.
